Uses Example
- with subject pronouns | am a teacher. = I'm a teacher.
You are my friend. = You're my friend.
They are playing. = They're playing.
We are in class now. = We're in class now.
He is not listening. = He’s not listening.
She is writing. = She’s writing.
It is on the table. = It's on the table.
- with is and most nouns My brother is kind = My brother’s kind.
China is a big. = China’s a big.
DO NOT Use...
- with nouns ending with sh, ch, zors The bush is green.
That church is very old.
The quiz_is easy.
The bus is late.
- with plural nouns My parents are teachers. (NOT: parents’re)/
